Canadian History 122 Course Description
This grade twelve course is intended for students who have expressed an interest in the social sciences and who have successfully passed History 112/111 in either French or English. When appropriate, the course materials will be supplemented with historical documentaries and actual media coverage from the periods of study.  The main focus of Canadian History 122 is the Post – Confederation period however students will briefly examine the early days of Canada during the first week of classes (unit one).  Political, social and economic trends will all be addressed throughout the course.

Units of Study

Unit I – Getting to Know Canada

Students will briefly explore the settlement and organization of early Canadian communities.  In addition, students will also ensure their understanding of Canadian geography, including provinces, mountain ranges, bodies of water and other significant geographical influences.

Classroom Expectations and Policies

Please read the following section carefully and be certain that you understand all that is expected of you.  If you have questions, now is the time to ask, not in the heat of the moment.

Behaviour – 

Every person who enters this classroom is expected to act in such a way as to maintain a positive learning environment. Testing –

The surprise quizzes will be administered in such a way that students can easily complete them in class.  If a student is absent the day a test is written, you must present a written excuse upon your return.  No excuse, no test.  No test, no marks. If a student knows in advance that they will be absent on the day of a test, they must write the test before leaving for their activity, appointment etc.  There are no exceptions to this policy.

Homework/Assignments – 

Homework includes reviewing and studying materials as presented in class.  It may not be directly assigned, but it is expected that you will review these course materials two to three times a week.  Assignments are due at the beginning of class, not the middle and certainly not at the end of class!  Assignments not passed in on the day they are due will not be accepted unless the student has an excused absence from that day.

Formal Research Paper – 

Every student of Canadian History 122 is required to research and write a formal essay on one aspect of Canadian History.  You are free to chose your own topic, however I will caution you and say that it is a research paper, not a paper on your favorite Canadian musician, hockey player or movie star.  This essay is included in the summative assessment category, which has a total value of 50% of your final grade. Traditionally, students who do not pass in an essay do not pass the course.  You paper is due on Friday, May 5, 2010.  This gives you 60 school days to work on this task.  No excuses! Papers may be passed in early but no late papers will be accepted.  Running out of ink is not an excuse and I happily accept emailed work from students.
