Kingdom Protista- known as the junk drawer of biology
Protists are divided into three major categories:
1.  Plantlike Protists - photosynthetic, algae (PHYTOPLANKTON)
2. Animal-like Protists - heterotrophic, called protozoa ("first animal") (ZOOPLANKTON)
3. Fungus-like Protists - resemble fungi, absorptive protists, slime molds and water molds

Animal-Like Protists

1. Sarcodines - move using pseudopods (false feet), ex. amoeba, eat by phagocytosis.  Other examples include helizoans and radiozoans.
2. “Foraminifera” - have a shell, some have photosynthetic algae in the shell
3. Sporozoans - parasitic protists, formerly known as sporozoa, Malaria is caused by a protist in this group
4. Mastigophora - have a flagellum, member of this group causes African Sleeping Sickness.
5. Ciliophora - use cilia to move, live in water, ex. paramecium
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Radiolarian


Plant-Like Protists

1. Dinoflagellates - 2 flagella, are autotrophic and contain red pigments
2. Golden Algae - chrysophyta
3. Green Algae - chlorophyta
4. Brown Algae - phaeophyta
5. Red Algae - rhodophyta
6. Diatoms - major component of plankton

Fungus-like Protists

1. Myxomycota - slime molds, produce spores to reproduce, they grow and eat as a mass
2. Acrasiomycota - cellular slime molds, solitary but can work together
3. Oomycota - water molds
