	Section 1 
	Anatomy

	· Mouth - The orifice which is used to take in food and liquids.
· Tongue – An organ located inside the mouth that helps to swallow and chew food. The tongue also contains the body’s largest concentration of taste buds.

· Pharynx – The pharynx is a flap of tissue located prosterior to the mouth that helps to prevent choking and also helps with speech in humans.

· Esophagus – A tube which passes from the pharynx to the stomach. Foods and liquids travel through this tube.

· Pancreas – Sends out enzymes that help digest food and also send out hormones that help to regulate blood sugar

· Liver – The liver produces a substance called bile which helps with digestion.

· Stomach – Generally used to digest food in gastric acid.

· Gallbladder – Stores a substance called Bile until the body needs it for digestion.

· Small Intestine – The part of the gut between the stomach and the large intestine. Some digestion takes place in the small intestine.

· Large Intestine – Extracts water from feces which comes from the small intestine.

· Rectum – Serves as the final stage of temporary storage of feces before reaching the anus.

· Anus – An opening at the end of the rectum. The anus is where the feces are released from the body.

	

	Section 2
	Functions

	· Mouth - Aids in speech , facial expression and the chewing of food. 
· Tongue - The tongue is a large bundle of muscles that moves food around the mouth to aid in chewing and aids in forming different sounds in speech. 
· Pharynx -The food enters the Pharynx and after being chewed into a softer bundle and procede towards the stomach through the esophagus. 
· Esophagus -Through peristalsis the soft, mushy food travels through the esophagus towards the stomach. 
· Stomach -The stomach is usually highly acidic to break down food, to gain the nutritional elements from the food. 
· Pancreas - Produces enzymes that break down foods in the stomach. 
· Liver - The liver produces bile or urine from the non nutritional-aspects of liquid that goes through the body.
· Gallbladder - Stores about 50 ml of Bile. 
· Small Intestine - Absorbs nutrition from the broken down food with the wrinkles called villus.  Each villus has microvilis that increase the surface area of the villus.  The villus also have lacteal that absorb fat. 
· Large Intestine - The large intestine absorbs vitamins created by bacteria living in the colon. 

· Rectum - The rectum serves as a temporary storage facility for feces.
· Anus - The anus serves to propel the feces out of the human body.

	

	Section 3
	Disorders

	· Canker Sores – A sore inside the mouth caused by a virus or bacteria.
· Burning Tongue Syndrome – Causes swelling, pain and sores on the tongue. 

· Hyperemia – A disease commonly found in smokers. This disorder causes gas which rises into the throat causing sensitivity in the throat.

· Hepatitis A – Causes swelling of the liver but almost never causes lasting damage.

· Dyspepsia – Caused by eating too much or too fast. It can cause severe discomfort in the upper abdomen region and can sometimes cause vomiting.

· Intestinal Parasites – The growing of roundworms or tapeworms inside the intestines. They can grow to be very large.

· Hemorrhoids – the inflammation or swelling of veins in the rectal cavity causing pain and also causing the rectum to bleed.
· Exocrine Pancreatic insufficiency – The inability to properly digest food due to a lack of digestive enzymes made by the pancreas.

· Pancreatitis – The inflammation of the pancreas.

	

	Section 4
	Other

	· The esophagus is an average of 25 cm long.
· A function of the mouth is to cool or warm food to a certain temperature to protect other organs in the digestive system.
· At the age of 70, you will only be producing half the amount of digestive enzymes as you were when you were 20.
· The stomach of a fully grown adult can hold approximately 1.5 liters of material.
· The animal gut has been used as strings by musicians since the third dynasty of Egypt. 
· The tongue is only prominent in the phylem Chordata. 

· In the esophagus of birds insects and other invertabrates there is a crop that temporarily stores food.
