Suggested Pathway for Current Grade 9 Students in Math
With new math curriculum in Grades 10 – 12 beginning next fall, many current Grade 9 students and their parents are concerned as to what sequence of Math courses to take. Strong students of Mathematics, interested in the possibility of studying Engineering, Computer Sciences, Science, Business Administration in post secondary studies:

Grade 10 year should take Geometry 10, Functions 10, and Foundations 11 (with recommendation of Grade 9 Math teacher)

Grade 11 year should take Pre-calculus 11, Pre-calculus 12A, Pre-calculus 12B
Grade 12 year should take Advanced Placement Calculus AB, AP Calculus BC
Please note: if you want to take AP Calculus in Grade 12, this is the route you need to take.
Average students of Mathematics, interested in the possibility of studying Engineering, Computer Sciences, Science, Business Administration in post secondary studies:

Grade 10 year should take Geometry 10, and Functions 10
Grade 11 year should take Foundations 11, and Pre-calculus 11
Grade 12 year should take Pre-calculus 12A, Pre-calculus 12B, and Differential Calculus 120
Students of Mathematics, interested in the possibility of studying in post secondary courses that do not involve Mathematics:

Grade 10 year should take Geometry 10 and Functions 10
Grades 11 and 12 should take Foundations 11 and Foundations 12
Students who struggle in Mathematics:

Grade 10 year should take Geometry 10 and Functions 10
Grades 11 and 12 should take Financial and Workplace Math 11 and  Financial and Workplace Math 12
